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Attiya Ahmad is an Assistant Professor of Religion and Feminism, Gender & Sexuality Studies at Wesleyan University.
In 2009-10, she was a Post-Doctoral Fellow at the Center for International and Regional Studies at Georgetown
University in Qatar. She has previously studied international development studies at the University of Toronto, and
anthropology at Duke University, where she obtained her masters and doctorate. Her work focuses on the interrelation
between Islamic piety and reform movements and transnational migration in the Gulf. She is currently revising her

book manuscript focusing on Islamic da’wa, domestic work, and migrant women in Kuwait.
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Andrew M. Gardner is an Assistant Professor of Anthropology at the University of Puget Sound in Tacoma,
Washington. Between 2008 and 2010 he also taught at Qatar University. His newest book, Cizy of Strangers: Gulf
Migration and the Indian Community in Bahrain (ILR/Cornell University Press, 2010), examines the large and historic
Indian community in Bahrain and their governance by the Bahraini state. He is the author of scholarly articles in Cizy
and Society (2008), The Journal of Arabian Studies (forthcoming, 2011), the MIT Electronic Journal of Middle East Studies
(2004), and Human Organization (2002,2003),as well as book chapters in Political Ecology Across Spaces, Scales and Social
Groups (Rutgers, 2004) and The Deportation Regime (Duke 2010). Gardner is currently conducting a large-scale research
project amongst the unskilled foreign labor force in Qatar with Silvia Pessoa (Carnegie-Mellon Qatar), Abdoulaye
Diop (SESRI/Qatar University), and Kaltham Alghanim (Qatar University).
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Jane Bristol-Rhys is an Associate Professor of Anthropology at Zayed University where she has taught social
anthropology, Emirati history and heritage, and studies in transnational migration since 2001. Bristol-Rhys received
her BA from the American University in Cairo and her Ph.D. from the University of Washington in Seattle. At Zayed
she has developed an undergraduate program in Emirati Studies, a master’s program in Museum Studies, and several
certificate courses in heritage management. Her publications include articles on Emirati historical narratives, identity
issues in the UAE, and Abu Dhabi’s heritage initiatives. Her book, Emirati Women. Generations of Change was released
October 2010. Future Perfect: Societies in the Emirates, an examination of migrants and their hosts in Abu Dhabi is

forthcoming.
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Pardis Mahdavi is currently at Pomona College as Assistant Professor of Anthropology after pursuing her doctorate
at Columbia University in the departments of Sociomedical Sciences and Anthropology. She received her BA in
Diplomacy and World Affairs from Occidental College, and an MA (in Anthropology) and a Masters of International
Affairs (MIA) from Columbia University. Her research interests include sexuality, human rights, youth culture,
transnational feminism, and public health in the context of changing global and political structures. Her first book
project was on the intersection between sexuality and politics in post-revolutionary Iran, while her current work looks

at migration and “trafficking” in the United Arab Emirates.

Mahdavi has published in the Encyclopedia of Women in Islamic Cultures; Culture, Health and Sexuality, Anthropology
News; and the Institute for the Study of Islam in the Modern World Review. She has received outstanding research awards
from the American Public Health Association, the Society for Medical Anthropology and the Society for Applied
Anthropology. She is currently an editor for Culture, Health and Sexuality as well as Rahavard Quarterly, a journal
devoted to contemporary social issues in Iran and amongst the Iranian diaspora. Her book, Passionate Uprisings: Iran’s

Sexual Revolution has recently been published with Stanford University Press.
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Caroline Osella, Reader in Anthropology at SOAS, has worked since 1989 in Kerala, south India and with Malayali
migrants in the Gulf states. At SOAS, she teaches courses on South Asian ethnography; Gender, Sex and Sexuality;
Ethnography of South Asian Islam; and Migration and Diaspora. Her broadest research interest is that of how projects
of identity crafting are brought back to the body, while socially constructed bodies are differentiated to reflect class, ethnic
and gender differences and to forge social hierarchies. Her recent work has explored Kerala as an Indian ocean region,
questioning the nation bias, and has been interested in the ways in which Kerala and Gulf are entangled. In current
research, she is following interests in Self /Other encounters and (especially non verbal) modes of self-making, inter-

relating and experiencing the immediate environment.

Filippo Osella is a Reader in Social Anthropology at the University of Sussex. For the last twenty years he has
conducted research in Kerala, South India, and lately in a number of West Asian Gulf countries. His current research
focuses on the emergence of Islamic reformist movements and the rise of a new Muslim middle class in Kerala in the

context of an intensification of economic, cultural, and religious links between South India and the Gulf region

Dirgha]. Ghimire is a Social Demographer, Associate Research Scientist; Associate Director at the Population Studies
Center (PSC) at the University of Michigan and Director of the Institute for Social and Environmental Research
Nepal. Ghimire studies social change, family and demography, migration, population health, and population and
environment dynamics. His research interests within family and demography revolves around three sub areas- marriage
(marital arrangement, marital relationship, and relationship dynamics), childbearing (timing of first birth), and fertility
limitation (contraceptive use). Ghimire’s next area of interest is in understanding the interplay between socio political,
economic and familial changes and psychological and emotional stress. Another major area of his interest includes
understanding the interplay between population and environmental processes. His work in this area has thus far
revolved around understanding the reciprocal impacts of population processes on land use; land use on childbearing;
perceptions of environmental degradation on contraceptive use; environmental degradation on individual mobility;

community context on the shift in household energy use; and population processes on terrestrial biodiversity.

Mansoor Moaddel is Professor of Sociology at Eastern Michigan University and Research Affiliate at Population
Studies Center, Institute for Social Research, the University of Michigan. Moaddel studies religion, culture, ideology,
political conflict, revolution and social change. His work currently focuses on the causes and consequences of values

and attitudes of the Middle Eastern and Islamic publics. He has carried out values surveys in Egypt, Iran, Iraq, Jordan,
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Lebanon, Morocco, and Saudi Arabia. He has also carried out youth surveys in Egypt and Saudi Arabia. His previous
research project analyzed the determinants of ideological production in the Islamic world. In this project, he has studied
the rise of Islamic modernism in India, Egypt, and Iran between the second half of the nineteenth century and early
twentieth; the rise of liberal nationalism in Egypt and Iran, and Arabism and Arab nationalism in Syria in the first half

of the twentieth century; and the rise of Islamic fundamentalism.

Arland Thornton is Professor of Sociology at the University of Michigan-Ann Arbor, where he is also Research
Associate, Center for Middle Eastern and North African Studies and Research Professor at the Population Studies
Center and Survey Research Center. He is a social demographer with a long record of sponsored research and
publication. He has served as president of the Population Association of America and currently holds a MERIT
award from NIH. For much of his career Thornton has focused on the study of family and demographic issues, with a
particular emphasis on marriage, divorce, childbearing, and gender roles. He is the author of Reading History Sideways:
the Fallacy and Enduring Impact of the Developmental Paradigm on Family Life (University Of Chicago Press, 2005).

Nathalie E. Williams is a Postdoctoral Scholar at the Carolina Population Center of the University of North Carolina
at Chapel Hill. She is a social demographer who specializes in migration and studies of armed conflict. Her research
focuses on South and Southeast Asia, with particular emphasis on Nepal where she has studied the relationship of
migration to education, gender, employment, political instability, and violence. Her research on the relationship
between migration and violence earned a Distinguished Dissertation Award from the University of Michigan where
she earned a Ph.D.in Sociology. It was one of the first theoretical and empirical works to address systematic variability
in migration at the individual level, based on economic investments, employment, mass media use, and community
services. Williams has published articles in Social Science Research, International Migration, Research on Aging, and

AIDS Care. Before joining academia, she worked for the United Nations Population Fund in Cambodia.

LindaYoung-DeMarco a Lead Social/Behavioral Research Area Specialist in the Family and Demography Program at
the Institute for Social Research, University of Michigan-Ann Arbor. She is a key collaborator with Arland Thornton
and other researchers dealing with development and people’s perceptions of development around the world. She has
co-authored numerous substantive papers, book chapters, and appendices concerning attitudes, values, and beliefs.
Young-DeMarco currently serves as project director for several federally funded projects including “The Impact of
Ideational Influences on Marriage and Fertility Behaviors in Nepal” (NIH - Arland Thornton, PI) and “Cross-National
Analysis of Values and Values Change in the Middle East” (ONR - Mansoor Moaddel, PI).
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David Mednicoff is Assistant Professor of Public Policy and Associate Director of the Social Thought and Political
Economy Program at the University of Massachusetts-Ambherst. His areas of expertise include Middle Eastern law
and politics, international law, human rights, globalization and comparative public policy. Mednicoff holds a B.A.
from Princeton, and an ML.A., J.D. (international law) and Ph.D. (Political Science) from Harvard. His publications
and ongoing research deal broadly with interdisciplinary connections between legal and political ideas and institutions
at the national and transnational levels, particularly as these relate to current policy issues in the Middle East. He is
currently completing two book manuscripts, the first on the endurance of ruling monarchies in contemporary politics,

and the second on the politics of the rule of law, democratization and US foreign policy in five Arab societies. He
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has presented his work at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, the U.S. Department of State, the Saudi
Arabian Institute of Diplomatic Studies, and Cambridge, Georgetown (Qatar), Harvard and Stanford Universities,
among other places. Mednicoff’s teaching honors include a university-wide Lilly Teaching Fellowship for promising
junior faculty, the U. Mass. College of Social and Behavioral Sciences Outstanding Teacher Award, and a national prize
for innovative teaching related to the U.S. after 9/11/01. Mednicoft was a Fulbright Senior Scholar in law in Qatar in
2006-7, where he taught international relations at Qatar University. In 2010-11, he is a Research Fellow in the Dubai

Initiative at Harvard’s Kennedy School of Government.
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Mary Breeding is a Consultant in the Independent Evaluation Group at the World Bank. Her work and research
interests include: evaluation, governance/politics of developing countries, South Asia, and international migration.
Prior to starting at The World Bank, Breeding was a Post-doctoral Research Associate in the Institute for the Study of
International Migration at Georgetown University and a Warren E. Miller Fellow at the American Political Science
Association. She received her Ph.D. and M.A. in Political Science from American University. Breeding has also been a

Visiting Scholar at the Institute for Economic and Social Change (ISEC) in Bangalore, India since 2005.
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Susan Martin holds the Donald G. Herzberg Chair in International Migration and serves as the Director of the
Institute for the Study of International Migration in the School of Foreign Service at Georgetown University. Previously
Martin served as the Executive Director of the U.S. Commission on Immigration Reform, established by legislation to
advise Congress and the President on U.S. immigration and refugee policy, and Director of Research and Programs at
the Refugee Policy Group. Her recent publications include 4 Nation of Immigrants (Cambridge University Press, 2010);
Women, Migration and Conflict: Breaking a Deadly Cycle, Managing Migration: The Promise of Cooperation (Rowman and
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Littlefield, 2006); and Mexico-U.S. Migration Management: A Binational Approach (ed. Lexington Books, 2008). Martin
is the immediate Past President of the International Association for the Study of Forced Migration and serves on
the U.S. Comptroller General’s Advisory Board, the Academic Advisory Board of the International Organization for

Migration, and the Board of the Advocacy Project.
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Hélene Thiollet teaches at the Paris School of International Affairs. She holds a PhD in political science from Sciences Po
Paris (2007) and was a Post-Doctoral Fellow at the Department of Politics and International Relations (Oxford) in 2009-
2010. Her research focuses on the politics of migration and asylum in the Middle East, focusing on Yemen, Sudan, Saudi
Arabia, and Syria. She is author of Guerilla et diaspora (forthcoming, 2012), Le Moyen Orient [atlas of the Middle East]
(2009) and “Migration as Diplomacy: Labor migrants, refugees and Arab regional politics in the oil rich countries” in
International Labor and Werking-Class History (2011) “Nationalisme ordinaire et nationalisme d’Etat en Arabie Saoudite:
